During the Fiscal Year 2005, Sarasota County issued
four bonds; $17,165,000 Limited Ad Valorem Tax Bonds,
Series 2005, $54,490,000 Utility System Revenue Re-
funding Bonds, Series 2005A, $15,885,000 Communi-
cation Services Tax (CST) Bonds, Series 2005A, and
$39,835,000 Solid Waste System Revenue Refunding
Bonds, Series 2005.  The County also issued
$11,985,000 in Commercial Paper for various projects
and retired $26,975,000 in Commercial Paper debt.  The
County also made draws totaling $8,702,076 on four
existing State Revolving Fund Loan projects and re-
tired $1,805,933.

This summary should answer most questions concern-
ing the debt issued by Sarasota County.  If any addi-
tional information would be helpful, please do not hesi-
tate to contact  this office for assistance.

Every county in the State of Florida is required by law
to issue a Comprehensive Annual Financial Report.
The report is an extremely detailed document which
must be prepared in accordance with generally ac-
cepted accounting principles as required by Florida
Statute 218.32.  The report must be submitted for an
independent audit examination to confirm through a
formal opinion that the report fairly and accurately rep-
resents the financial condition of the County at the
close of the fiscal year.

An independent group of public financial officials, the
Government Finance Officers Association, has estab-
lished a process to evaluate the report.  The Compre-
hensive Annual Financial Report issued by Sarasota
County in 2004 has received a Certificate of Achieve-
ment for Excellence in Financial Reporting from the
Association, just as it has for the past twenty-one
years.  This award is the highest recognition that any
County can receive for financial reporting.

Because the Comprehensive Annual Financial Report
is necessarily complex, the Finance Department of
the Office of the Clerk of the Circuit Court has pre-
pared a summary of the County’s indebtedness.  The
purpose of the summary is to explain the debt of the
County in a clear and concise manner so that citizens
can understand the extent, nature and purpose of this
debt.

The principal features of this summary include a his-
tory and brief description of all outstanding bonds, a
review of the County’s bonded debt over the last ten
years and a comparison of Sarasota County’s debt to
that of other similarly populated counties in Florida.

Additionally, the summary includes information on the
Commercial Paper Loan Program, the State Revolving
Fund Program, and debt issued through the conduit
financing programs.

Types of Debt

Local government debt is usually divided into three
different types - general obligation bonds, non-self-sup-
porting revenue bonds and self-supporting revenue
bonds.  Sarasota County, as of the fiscal year ended
September 30, 2005, had $3,335,000, $82,845,000 and
$260,900,000 of each type of bonds outstanding, re-
spectively.

• General obligation bonds are issued by a gov-
ernmental entity and pledge the full faith and credit
of the County as a method of repayment of the
outstanding bonds.  The full faith and credit is a
pledge of the general taxing powers for the pay-
ment of the debt obligation.

• Non-self-supporting revenue bonds pledge a
specific revenue source as a method of repayment
of the outstanding bonds.  This type of bond is a

special obligation of the County and does not con-
stitute a general obligation of the County.

• Self-supporting revenue bonds are supported by
user revenues generated from operations. In
Sarasota County, revenue of the Solid Waste,
Stormwater and Utility Systems have been pledged
as a method of repayment of outstanding bonds.

Additionally, Sarasota County participates in the
Florida Local Government Finance Commission's
Pooled Commercial Paper Program.  This program is
further described in the Commercial Paper section on
page 14.

Most bond issues are assigned a rating by a rating
agency, such as Moody’s Investment Services, Inc.,
Standard & Poor’s Ratings Services and/or Fitch IBCA,
Inc.  The rating is an extremely important factor in
determining an issue’s marketability and the interest
rate a local government will pay.  Ratings are relied
upon by investors in making investment decisions and
by underwriters in determining whether to underwrite a
particular issue.

In order for a bond issue to be rated, the local govern-
ment must contract with a rating agency and pay a
fee.  The local government provides the rating agency
with operational and financial information.  A key com-
ponent in the rating agencies' analysis is the evidence
of sound management practices.  Developing and ad-
hering to long-term financial and capital improvement
plans, keeping expense growth in line with revenues,
and maintaining an adequate level of operating reserves
are important.  Preparation of annual financial reports
in accordance with generally accepted accounting prin-
ciples (GAAP) and receipt of the Government Finance
Officers Association's Certificate of Achievement or Ex-
cellence in Financial Reporting are further evidence of
quality management.  Sarasota County has consis-
tently earned this award for the past twenty-one con-
secutive years.

The rating agency rates the bond issue based upon a
detailed analysis of this information.  Moody’s rates
bond issues from Aaa to C.  Bonds which are rated
Aaa are judged to be of the best quality and carry the
smallest degree of investment risk.  Bonds which are
rated C are the lowest rated class of bonds and can
be regarded as having extremely poor prospects of
ever attaining any real investment standing.  Moody’s
also applies the numbers 1 through 3 to some generic
rating classifications.  A number 1 indicates that the
issue ranks in the higher end of its generic rating cat-
egory; a number 2 indicates a mid-range ranking; and
a number 3 indicates that the issue ranks in the lower
end of its generic rating category.
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Standard & Poor’s rates bond issues from AAA to D.
Bonds which are rated AAA carry the highest rating
and indicate that the capacity of the local government
to make principal and interest payments is extremely
strong.  If a bond is rated D, the payment of principal
or interest is in default.  Standard & Poor’s also modi-
fies some ratings with the addition of a plus or minus
sign to show relative standing within a generic cat-
egory.

Fitch's rates bond issues from AAA to D.  Bonds which
are rated AAA are considered to carry the highest credit
quality and have an exceptionally strong ability to pay
interest and repay principal.  If a bond is rated D, the
bonds are in default and have the lowest potential for
recovery.  Fitch also modifies some ratings with a plus
or a minus sign identifier.

The interest rates listed in each bond issue represent
the fixed rates for the outstanding maturities.

Pledge: The Series 2002 Bonds constitute gen-
eral obligations of the County; the full faith,
credit and taxing power of the County are
irrevocably pledged to the payment when
due of the principal and interest on the
Series 2002 Bonds.  The Series 2002
Bonds will be payable from ad valorem
taxes levied upon the taxable real and
personal property within the County, with-
out limitation as to rate or amount.  The

County has covenanted to levy and col-
lect in each Bond Year ad valorem taxes
sufficient to pay when due the principal
and interest on the Series 2002 Bonds
for such Bond Year.

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Commercial Paper Loan Program

The Florida Local Government Finance Commission was
formed in February, 1991 pursuant to an interlocal agree-
ment between Brevard County, Collier County and
Sarasota County.  In 1995, the Commission was ex-
panded to include Lee County and Osceola County.  The
Commission is a legal entity created pursuant to Chap-
ter 163, Florida Statutes.  The commercial paper notes
are issued pursuant to an indenture of trust between the
Commission and the Trustee bank to the loan program.
The program was established to allow for short-term
borrowing for under five years using short-term variable
interest rates, made to participating counties, cities,
school boards and special districts in the State of Florida.
Since April 1991, the County  has made 48 draws total-
ling $365,910,000 for General Government, Utilities and
Stormwater projects.  The variable interest rates during
the fiscal year were 1.69% to 2.67%.

Sarasota County Health Facilities Authority Bonds

The Sarasota County Health Facilities Authority was
created by County Ordinance No. 77-52, enacted by
the Board of County Commissioners of Sarasota
County on June 21, 1977, pursuant to the provisions
of the Health Facilities Authorities Law, Section
154.201 et seq., Florida Statutes, as amended (the
“Act”).  Pursuant to the Act, the Authority is autho-
rized to acquire, construct and equip projects suitable
for use by nonprofit health facilities in the provision of
nursing and like-care services; to issue its revenue
bonds to finance the cost of such projects; and to
secure such revenue bonds by a pledge of the rev-
enues derived from the projects, security issues and
mortgages.  The Authority has no taxing power and
approval by the Board of County Commissioners is
required prior to creation of any indebtedness by the
Authority.  Such bonds are limited obligations of the
Authority payable solely out of the security specified
in the Bond Indentures.  Such bonds do not constitute
an indebtedness of Sarasota County or the State of
Florida.
